This means that sports, such as
soccer, may be accessible at a recreational level,
but there are few opportunities for many youth
players to continue to develop as athletes past
the elementary level, developing the personal
discipline, team competitiveness, and overall
leadership skills that will assist them in school,
work, and life as high performing contributors
to society.

The Goal

children of low and moderate-income parents
play competitive sports, and to develop into
good people.
